Syllabus of definitions of terms
Prevention services: Services provided to families to prevent child welfare involvement and out of home placement. 
Community based organization: Organization that provides services to children and families in the community. Referrals for services can come from individuals, self-referrals, county or Tribal child welfare agencies, and professionals from other agencies. 
Child welfare: Any services provided to children and families by a county or Tribal child welfare agency. This includes but is not limited to child protection, Parent Support Outreach Program (PSOP), children’s mental health, prevention services, and other child welfare cases.
Culturally specific services: Services adapted to fit the need of specific cultures and groups of people.
Family First Prevention Services Act (FFPSA): Federal legislation amending the child welfare programs authorized in the Social Security Act. The FFPSA establishes placement prevention services to strengthen families, prevent maltreatment, and addresses other conditions that lead to out-of-home placement.
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
